2008 Shoot Out Series

Super Bowl Shootout!

1. 
This tournament is certified by and open to all USBC members. The tournament starts at noon February 3, 2008.  Entries close at noon, February 3, 2008, or when field is full. Only a prepaid entry will reserve a spot!   Host center Maplewood Lanes 830 Woodland Dr. Saline, MI 48176 Ph. 734-429-5457.

2. The tournament is handicapped 80% from 230.  Bowlers will use last year’s (2006-2007) highest average of 21 or more games.  If no average last year, the highest average of 21 games from 2005-2006 will be accepted. If the bowler has no yearbook average from either year, a current season, 2007 or 2006 summer league average of 21 games or more (in that order) as of the tournament date will be accepted.  Bowlers that cannot provide any of these averages must bowl scratch.

2a.
If current season average for at least 21 games at the time of bowling exceeds last season’s average by 10 or more pins, current season average will be used (rule 319a, item 2).

2b.
Reporting of previous tournament prize winnings will not apply (rule 319d).  The average adjustment rule will not apply (rule 319e).

2c.
Failure to report a correct average can result in disqualification or lower prize winnings. (Rule 319a item 3).

3. Bowlers will bowl three games across 6 lanes in qualifying.  The top 16 handicapped qualifying scores will advance to match play.   If the field exceeds 92 entries the top 24 bowlers with handicap will advance to match play with the top eight receiving a bye out of the first round.  If the field is smaller than 24 the matchplay field will be cut to 12 finalists with the top four qualifiers receiving a bye out of the first round.  Matchplay will consist of one game handicapped head to head matches.  The first round pairings will be determined by random draw.  Subsequent matches will follow a standard 16-person bracket.   The winners of each round will advance to the next round of matches until there is one player left undefeated.  That player will be declared the champion  

4. In the case of a tie for the last matchplay spot(s) after the three game qualifying round a one game handicap roll off will be conducted to fill the final positions.  In case of a tie during one of the matchplay rounds other than the championship round a ninth and tenth frame roll off will be held, each bowler will receive 1/5 of their individual game handicap added to their pinfall to determine the winner. A one game roll off with handicap will break a tie at the completion of the championship match.

5. Entry fees are $40.00.  Lineage $10.00, Tournament expenses $6.00, Prize fees $24.00.  All prize fees will be returned 100%.


6. The Prize Ratio shall be no less than 1:4. Estimated Prize list (based on 50 entries) 1st-$250.00, 2nd-150.00, 3&4th-100.00, 5-8th-$70.00, and 9-16th $40.00.

7. USBC playing rules shall govern situations not addressed in these rules.  All decisions of the tournament manager are final unless an appeal is made in accordance with USBC Rule329.
